Treasurer’s report (Grant Haley)
Grant presented the financial statements for the year ended 31 May 2007, which have received an unqualified auditor’s opinion.  Grant noted the following:
· Senior member subscriptions were down slightly after a peak in 2005/06.  However, there was a significant increase in junior subscriptions.

· There was an operating deficit for the year which was largely attributable to $21k expenditure on clubhouse painting and repairs.

· The Club’s balance sheet shows it is still in a strong cash position.  There was also a significant upwards property revaluation in 2006/07.
· Overall, the Club is in a healthy financial position.
The audited financial statements for the year ended 31 May 2007 were approved.  Chris was asked to file the financial statements at the Companies Office once the signed auditor’s opinion is received from Grant.

The meeting gave a vote of thanks to Grant for his outstanding contribution as Treasurer.

Tennis New Zealand restructuring
Joan read to the meeting an open letter from Tennis New Zealand about the restructuring.

Peter Browne then addressed the meeting about what the restructure means for WTI.  Peter informed the meeting that the current intention is to make the Board of WTI the “interim” Board of Tennis Central pending the implementation of the restructure.  The Renouf Centre will be the centre of tennis for Tennis Central but may be ring-fenced in some way to insulate it from the risks of the wider regional organisation.

Peter Metham then addressed the meeting about his concerns about the restructuring.  Peter expressed his view that it is inappropriate and inconsistent with ring-fencing the Renouf Centre for the Board of WTI to be the interim Board of Tennis Central.  Peter also voiced concerns about club sovereignty if the proposed national, regional and club rules for the restructure are enacted in their current form.
