Acting CEO of WTI appointed

Joan and Grant represented the Club at the Special General Meeting of WTI on 6th November. Joan reported that the WTI/TC Board is in the process of appointing a governance board for Tennis Central Region.

Treasurer’s Report

Jeanette presented the accounts for October 2007.

All expenses were accepted for payment.

Jeanette noted that the big expenses for the month included advertising and catering on Open Day, and repairs to the bench seat.  

Maintenance

Shane reported that the Court 3 - bench seats need to be repaired too.  It was also felt that with parents sitting and watching within close proximity to the court causes distraction when coaching is in progress. Shane will liaise with Bruce whether repositioning the seats closer to the fence would make an improvement.

Funding

It was resolved that an application be made to the New Zealand Community Trust for funding to assist in the resurfacing of the tennis courts at Karori United Tennis Club Incorporated. The total amount requested is $22,000 (GST exclusive) and $24,750 (GST inclusive) per the quote from Center Court Surfaces Ltd.

The last day for receipt of application is 20th November. Application requires a letter from IRD to say the Club is exempt from income tax. Grant is to arrange this. Shane will send application without this in order to meet the deadline, but will note on the application that process is underway.

Term 1 Coaching

Deb reported that everything is on track for enrolments for Term 1 coaching. An email will go out to juniors on Friday, 16th November, telling them to enroll by 30th November. This will enable 2 weeks to sort out classes. Class lists will appear on website by 20th December (by the end of school term).

Dan and Marc will be operating a holiday programme on the last two weeks before school begins in the New Year. Court 3 will be left free for club use.

Roy reported 4-5 new players have signed up as reserves for Interclub.

Everything is running smoothly with good organization from team captains.

Nets

Philippa reported that the nets and posts at the Teachers Training College are in a bad state. At present only 4 of the 6 courts are playable. They did not give a good impression for interclub teams playing there.
