Tennis Central SGM
Grant updated the Committee on proceedings at the Tennis Central SGM held in late September.  The highlights were:

The re-constitution of the charitable trust that now holds the Renouf Centre has not yet occurred.  There are no specifics as yet about how Tennis Central and the trust will interact with each other.

WTI is to be wound up in due course.  In any event, the constitution of Tennis Central requires the Club to become a member in its own right to access all Tennis Central benefits, such as participation in Tennis Central organised interclub.
The Committee resolved that the Club will not opt out of membership of Tennis Central.
Floodlights
The Committee discussed issues with the administration of the floodlight system.  Considering the relatively low cost of running the lights and the desire of the Committee to maximise general membership benefits, the Committee resolved to make use of the lights free to members.
Grant undertook to communicate that to members in an email, along with a new court availability spreadsheet to be prepared by Shelley.
Honorary members
In recognition of their valuable service to the Club, the Committee resolved that the Midweek Club Captain and Junior Convenors are to be honorary members of the Club.
New player coaching
The Committee discussed a new initiative to provide introductory coaching for a small group of senior and mid week members.

Dan undertook to investigate Parun Paulik Tennis’ capacity to provide such coaching, the number of sessions and the cost, and report back to the Committee.
