Hilary presented the accounts for April 2009.  All expenses were accepted for payment.
Property
· Shane discussed the various options for the grassed area behind courts 1 and 2.  Because of the depth of the topsoil, asphalting will be prohibitively expensive.  Pavers would be cheaper, but still in the thousands of dollars.  The best option is to improve drainage by making the gradient to the fence and existing drain consistent and removing the concrete nib that is preventing water run-off from the court.  The Committee agreed to return to the improved drainage plan in the summer when ground conditions are more amenable.
· Bruce has a source for new squeegee blades.  Shane will contact Bruce to organise.
· Shane reported that the bulbs for the court lights will be replaced early next week, along with the bathroom lamp unit.  Shane will email for a volunteer to be at the club for the electrician, who will require cherry-picker access to the courts.
