Minutes

The minutes for the meeting on October 13 2009 were confirmed as a correct record of proceedings at that meeting.

Matters arising

1. Mary’s memorial seat: is in transit at the moment; Grant suggested that once we see it we can more accurately work out where to position it.
2. Coaching for new members: Shelley reported that there was insufficient interest, so no point in proceeding.

3. Database: getting close to finally working; due any day now.

4. TColl courts: after the November meeting, Deb emailed to say that the rumour about the sale of the courts was unfounded; she has sent an email offering KUTC contribution to line-painting.

Correspondence
Financials and subscriptions to Hilary; no other mail.  Chris still receives some tennis emails and needs to notify the senders of the change in secretary.
Reports
a) Financial: Hilary presented a detailed report.  Subscriptions have now tailed off; the GST refund has come in; Marc & Grant to coordinate a check of players in interclub teams who have not paid the interclub fee.
Grant moved that we accept all expenses; seconded by Shane, unanimous agreement.

b) Senior. Marc reported good progress amongst interclub teams, including Mens 1 being a possibility to come in the top 2 in that grade, hence possibility of Regional 3 team after Christmas.  Not so good for current Womens Regional 3.  Marc noted that Graeme Wong had noticed an irregularity regarding players playing down/up grades – he has sent a letter of complaint to Wellington Tennis – general agreement that this is against the rules and is unfair play; full support for letter.
c) Midweek. Shelley reported that midweek ran a successful Kerry Dear tournament, and there are 22 players in midweek interclub, with 2 teams currently winning their grade. 
d) Junior.  Passed on from Deb: website has been updated; 4 juniors have been selected for national teams; interclub is under control; waiting to hear back about our offer for painting TColl court lines.
e) Coaches: Dan reported that using TColl courts may have freed up KUTC courts; very good junior results; agreed to provide a costing for the pre-tournament warmup as per November meeting’s discussion on grant application.

Property Issues
a) fence replacement: Grant has spoken with the residents, asked if they can check if the builder who gave them the quote some time ago is still prepared to do the job for the quoted price.  Once we have an answer we can proceed, or get a second quote.
b) NZCT grant application: Shane & Grant have drafted a summary letter (distributed).  Some people have recently heard from other applicants about unsuccessful grant applications, suggesting that they are harder to get; but it may depend on timing.  Waiting for a quote from Parun/Paulik; the resolution on club letterhead may need to cite the actual dollar amount being applied for (hence we need a new letter)

General Business
1.  Honours board: Roger reported on progress; several quotes obtained including $12,000 from Frampton Signs which was agreed to be too much.  Cheaper options were detailed; these look acceptable but we need to work out the pragmatics of how far back we go in the club’s history and what honours content to include.  Roger to circulate a discussion document of options for next meeting.
2. Rod noted that in an interclub game a player had contacted the gate clip on court 2 – we may need to look at some cover (deferred to property issues for the future).
3. Bruce’s contribution: Bruce reported that he probably will not be leaving before this Christmas; Grant suggested we therefore have time to work out the best way to honour Bruce’s contribution to the club.
